Mr. Peck said the applicant asked something of this Board
and the state said we don’t think you should do that and suddenly it’s off the table. He said it
needs to be a matter of record that it was a collective decision between the county and the

applicant not to do it.
Mr. Miller asked if the applicant is fine with the 14 acres. Mr. MacPherson said yes.
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Mr. MacPherson explained some of the applicant’s future plans could be accommodated
by a conditional use permit.

In response to Mr. Koch’s question, Mr. MacPherson said a domestic well will be drilled.

Mr. Wendt reviewed the findings of fact made by the Planning Commission, particularly
Condition #5.

Mr. Peck asked if anyone in the audience has any questions or comments. There was no
response.

Motion — Mr. Koch: Mr. Chairman, I would make a motion to approve CPA 2012-01, a
Comprehensive Plan Amendment, subject to the seven findings of fact. Second by Mr. Miller.
3:0 vote in favor. Resolution 2012-310 was approved.

Public Hearing: CPA 2012-03, a Comprehensive Plan Amendment application to add
approximately 70 acres to the City of Pasco’s Urban Growth Area Boundary. The land is located
east of Highway 12, approximately a half mile east of Dietrich Road along the north side of the
Pasco-Kahlotus Road in Franklin County. Applicant: City of Pasco.

Mr. Wendt reviewed the information on the Agenda Summary Report (Exhibit 2).

Mr. Peck asked if anyone in the audience would like to speak. Dave McDonald, City
Planner for City of Pasco, spoke in favor. Tom Kidwell spoke in favor. No one else in the
audience wished to speak.

Commission voted to forward a positive recommendation for this application to the Board of County Commissioners subject
to the following eight (8) findings of fact:

Finding of Fact:

1. The Urban Growth Area Boundary change is consistent with the requirements of the Growth Management Act —
RCW 36.70A.110 Urban Growth Area Boundaries.

2. The Urban Growth Area Boundary change is consistent with County Resolution 93-015 the County Wide Planning
Policies. '

K3 The Urban Growth Area Boundary and associated Growth Management Comprehensive Plan changes are

consistent with and are in compliance with the public participation requirements in RCW 36.70A.

a. Pasco Planning Commission: City of Pasco Planning Commission held public hearings regarding the
boundary changes in October 2011, November 2011, December 2011 and January 2012,

b. Pasco City Council: Pasco City Council passed City Resolution 3377 on February 21, 2012 with the
determination that the City's Urban Growth Area Boundary must be expanded to properly plan for future
growth as required by the Growth Management Act. This Resolution has been forwarded to the Franklin
County Planning Commission and County Commissioners.

c. County Planning Commtission: A public hearing was held with the Franklin County Planning Commission on
July 10, 2012 (continued from June 5, 2012) to discuss the proposed boundary change. Notification of the
hearing was placed in the Tri-City Herald and the Franklin County Graphic. Notification was posted at the
Franklin County Courthouse in Pasco. All landowners within 500 feet, inside an Urhan Growth Area, and 1
mile, outside an Urhan Growth Area, of the specific area to be added to the boundary were mailed a copy of
the public hearing notice. Both verbal and written comments were accepted for the application.

e Board of County Commissioners: The County Planning Commission's recommendation is reviewed by the
Franklin County Board of Commissioners in a scheduled public hearing. County Commissioners accept both
written and verbal comments regarding the application. Hearing notification process is consistent with the
process followed by the County Planning Commission.

4. The 70 acres has access to both public water and sewer both of which are designed to accommeodate industrial
deveiopment.

5. The City of Pasco has stated the following regarding this application:
a. This property, known as the Devries Dairy property, was once in the City of Pasco’s Urban Growth Area
Boundary. The County modified the boundary to assist the landowner with a dairy expansion. The dairy

failed to expand and has since closed.

b. The City of Pasco will be installing a sewer lift station on property adjacent to the Devries Dairy property.
This lift station wil! serve the Devries Dairy site, Carrson Ag buildings, and other industrial properties in area.

C. The City of Pasco has planned for and made capital investments for sewer and water expansion for lands
east of SR-12,

d. The planned public utility improvements will aid in future expansion of industrial processing on lands east of
SR-12 and the Devries Dairy site is an integral part of the land needed for this industrial activity.

e, The City has completed an industrial land capacity analysis as recommended by the State of Washington.

6. The estimated population in the area proposed to be added to the Urban Growth Area Boundary is approximately 4-
6. The property is used for equipment storage, multiple barns, shops, and two dwellings.

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7. Approval of this City of Pasco Urban Growth Area Boundary amendment requires Franklin County to implement the
amendment with changes to the following portions of the Franklin County Comprehensive Plan (Resolution Number
2008-089).
a. Land Use Chapfer, Page 39, Comprehensive Land Use Plan Map,

Map Amendment:

Remove the Agricultural land use designation for those portions of the three (3) parcels (approximately 70
acres).

Map Amendment:

Add the Industrial land use designation for those portions of the three (3) parcels (approximately 70 acres).
Land Use Chapter, Page 46, City of Pasco Urban Growth Boundary Map,

Map Amendment:

Add those portions of the three (3) parcels (approximately 70 acres) to the Urban Growth Area Boundary.
Resource Lands Chapter, Page 93-94, Table 25 Franklin County Land Use Breakdown

Amend Table 25 Franklin County Land Use Breakdown:

Specifically change the acres for the Pasco Urban Growth Area Boundary and Cropland to be consistent
with the changes proposed in this application.

Map Amendment:

The City of Pasco Urban Growth Area Boundary shall be updated on each map in the Comprehensive Plan.

8. Per Chapter 42 (Amendments to Comprehensive Plans) of the Franklin County Development Regulations the
following shall be determined:

a.

The proposal IS in accord with the goals and policies of the comprehensive plan;

i. The Urban Growth Area Boundary and associated land use designation change is consistent with
the Franklin County Comprehensive Plan as required by RCW 36.70A.

The effect of the proposal on the immediate vicinity WILL NOT be materially detrimental;

i. The Urban Growth Area Boundary change was approved and recommended for approval by the City
of Pasco.

There IS merit and value in the proposal for the community as a whole;

i. Placing the 70 acres into the Urban Growth Area Boundary would provide an area for a wide range
of industrial activities to occur. Additionally, encouraging non-residential land uses within the urban
area and further diversifying the allowed land uses in the City.

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d. Conditions WILL NOT be imposed in order to mitigate any significant adverse impacts from the proposal;

i Significant adverse impacts are not anticipated, thus conditions for mitigation are not necessary for
the Urban Growth Area Boundary and associated land use designation change.

e A concomitant agreement WILL NOT be entered into between the county and the petitioner, and if so, the
terms and conditions of such an agreement.

i. A concomitant agreement is not necessary for the amendment to the Pasco Urban Growth Area
Boundary and associated land use designation change.

COORDINATION:

Upon completion of the open record public hearing with the Franklin County Planning Commission, the proposed
comprehensive plan amendment was forwarded onto the Washington State Department of Commerce for their required
review under RCW 36.70A (The Growth Management Act). The State requires a 60 day review and comment period, unless
an expedited review is requested. Comprehensive Plan amendments are not eligible for expedited review under RCW
36.70A.

60 Day Review: The State of Washington, during the 60 day review period, commented that an industrial land capacity

analysis should be completed by the City of Pasco detailing the need for additional industrial land in the urban area. This has
been completed by the City, submitted to and accepted by the State of Washington.

RECOMMENDATION:

The County Planning Commission recommends the Board of Commissioners approve CPA 2012-03 with the following
motion:
